An all caps, cartoon Serif font with curls. Lowercase set is identical to the uppercase except for a slight change of angle
which can be alternated to make repeated letters less noticeable.

Sofachrome - 1999.

An all caps font inspired by lettering on 1990's Pontiac cars, in regular and italic. Famously used for the Access
Hollywood logo.

So Run Down - 1997.

A grungy type of 2horror® font. Drawn on newsprint with ink and a broken twig. It's all caps with an alternate O [with horns
and an inverted pentagram].

Spongy - 1996.

A neon themed font

Squealer - 1997.

Based on the logo from the band 2AC/DC?. In regular and embossed styles.

Steelfish - 2001.
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A compact Sans-serif font in regular, bold and outline.

Stentiga - 2001.

A Sans-serif font. All caps with alternates.

Stereofidelic -1999.

Based on the lettering found on a Sixties lounge record. An all caps font, but characters can be alternated (caps & lower)
to create a more natural look. New version contains extra arrow-less characters.

Still Time - 1999.

Inspired by the movie poster and soundtrack album for Prince's 2Purple Rain®. Razor sharp edged. It's very Eighties.

Strasua - 1999.

An all caps Sans-serif font. Inspired by Lubalin® 2Avant Garde® and some of the curvier geometric fonts popular in the
Seventies - such as 3Pump® and 8Bauhaus®. All caps. Check the character map for alternate letters. Originally called 2Plain
Cred® — it was the font that 2Street Cred® was based on. When it was updated in 2005, the font strayed from the Street

Cred® design, so it took on a name of its own.

Street Cred -1998.

A twin-line, curvy Seventies all caps font. Alternates for many characters.

Strenuous - 2001.

A funky Seventies Unicase font featuring hidden, secret Seventies dingbats. It also comes in 3D style.

Stupefaction - 1998.
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A strange font originally created as bitmaps and processed to look rounded. All caps with alternate letters for A, B, D & E.

Styrofoam Feelings - 1998.

A cartoon font with extremely sharp Latin serifs.

Subpear - 2001.

Designed to mimic the look of a Seventies daisy-wheel print font but with original shapes. Loosely based on @3Pakenham?®
from Typodermic. Unusual serif suggests a mono-spaced font but it's proportionally spaced. Eerie, yet corporate in look
and feel.

Sudbury Basin - 1999.

An octagonal Unicase font based on the logo for @nco °©, the nickel company in Sudbury, Ontario. Include heavy-duty 3D
[shaded] version.

Superglue - 1996.

One of the first Larabie Fonts. An all caps Techno font inspired by Chinese electronics. Alternate A, M, N, V, W and Y.

Superheterodyne- 1997.

A heavy octagonal all caps font. Uppercase has lightning bolt flares.

Sybil Green - 2000.

Inspired by the titles from the Peter Sellers movie @The Party®. It's not an exact replica of the font [as it was drawn from
memory] but it's very close. This font is at its best when displayed in festive colors. A 2cut paper® look.

Teen - 2000.

A collaborative font designed by Martin Archer and Ray Larabie. A hand drawn font based on super-elliptical forms
reminiscent of @8Microgramma®. High x-height in regular, italic, bold, bold italic, light and light italic.
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Terylene -1999.

A Sixties-inspired font encrusted with diamonds and sparkles.

Thiamine - 1999.

am urqe ons

A lowercase-only, Sans-serif geometric font with extremely high ascenders. Inspired by the Dunhill logo.

Tinsnips- 1997.

A font that looks like metal stencils. All caps, but lowercase is slanted at a different angle. Eliminate obvious repeated
letters by alternating caps and lowercase.

Tobin Tax - 1999.

An ornate font - that defies description.

Tork - 2000.

Designed in wide, low capitals and narrow lowercase. Subtle kinks instead of serifs. It comes in regular, italic, bold and
bold italic. Approved by Peter Tork of the Monkees .

Trapper John - 1997.

A square Sans-serif display font with exaggerated waistlines. Similar to @¥onder Recoil®. All caps with alternates for A, E
and V.

Triac 71 -1997.



A condensed Unicase font with flares. A strange mixture of Industrial Age forms and 1960's forms.

Troll Bait — 1999.

A3Dungeons & Dragons °-inspired font, consisting of lettering on iron shields.

256 Bytes - 1999.

A small caps font in the 1970's computer style. Inspired by the logo for the mid -seventies 2Altair © home computer.

Typodermic - 2000.

A bold, Slab-serif type face.

Union City Blue - 1999.

A Futuristic display font. All caps. Alternate O and U.

Unispace - 2000.

A decorative, squarish monospaced font. Available in regular, italic, bold and bold italic.

Univox - 1996.

An ultra-wide, ultra thin Futuristic font. All caps.

Unsteady Oversteer - 1998.

A high-tech, minimalist lowercase font with light-on-dark capitals. Inspired by lettering on the sleeve of a record by the
band @America®.

Urkelian - 1998.
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High x-height, Squarish, compressed.Circa-1990 industrial style.

Vademecum - 2001.

Sixties-style lino-cut look. Works great for Mexican food, schlock horror, Beatniks, Caribbean. Note groovy flower asterisk!

Vahika - 2000.

A semi-serif font created for a font creation tutorial. Includes regular, italic, bold and bold italic.

Vanilla Whale - 1999.

A fictitious Cowboy font. Lowercase has horizontal bars. Looks best when you use a capital at the beginning and end of a
word.

V-Dub - 1996.

A Microgramma-esque, futuristic font with small caps.

Vectroid - 2000.

The idea of 1960's magnetic ink fonts taken to silly new heights.

Velvenda - 2000.

Ultra-heavy condensed display type. 1960's style, and inspired by a Sixties font called 2Stark®. Comes in two types,
aVlegablack® and 2Cooler°. @3/elvenda Megablack® has extremely thin counters. @/elvenda Cooler® was created in 2002
and has thicker counters for use in smaller print. All caps with alternates for A, B, D, E,F, G, H,|,J,Rand T.

Venus Rising - 1997.
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A square, Sans-serif type font, similar to those seen on consumer electronics in the Seventies and Eighties. All caps.

Vibrocentric - 1999.

A squarish Sans-serif. Based on the Dodge /Plymouth fonts but with flares. Comes in regular, italic, bold, bold italic.

Vinque - 2002.

A commissioned design resembling a William Morris font, and the basis of the Typodermic font, 3Snowgoose®.

Vipnagorgialla -1998.

A wide Sans-serif based on the letterforms of late-Sixties Dodge /Plymouth lettering.

Waker - 2000.

A fun, curly font with a glow on.

Walshes - 1999.

Inspired by the logo for the Minnesota Timberwolves , it works best with a capital at the beginning and end of a word.

Welfare Brat - 1998.

An interlocking 2bulldozer tread® with letters which fit in the hexagonal gaps.

Wet Pet - 1997.

An all caps Sans-serif font with a shiny, wet effect. Based on 2Franklin Gothic® letter shapes.

White Lake - 1997.
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A squiggly all caps, modular font reminiscent of Ramen noodles.

Wild Sewerage - 1997.

All caps. The font, 2Rothwell® with a coarse halftone effect.

Wintermute - 2000.

A bizarre and futuristic Unicase font. Alternate A, E and L available.

World of Water - 1998.

A Sans-serif font. The Ais a closed triangle.

Xirod - 2004.

A wide, mid-1990's style Techno font. All caps with alternate A, C, D, E, M, U and Z. Additional alternates are included.

Xolto - 1996.

An over-the-top pixel font.

Yonder Recoil - 1997.

A high-tech square Sans-serif all caps font with a horizontal split. Inspired by L.A. Gear ° running shoes. Alternates for A,
E and V.

You’'re Gone - 2000.

A futuristic rounded font. All caps in regular and italic versions. Similar to the logo for the video store chain @Movie
Gallery ©°.

I'Y2Kbug - 1998.
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A display font with paper clip-like shapes. All caps. Alternate E.

Yytrium - 1997.

An all caps font based on late 1990's Toronto graffiti. Drop shadow effect.

Zeroes - 1999.

Zeroes comes in three styles: One, two and three. Zero One is a Sans-serif, geometric unicase font. A seemingly random
mix of square and round shapes; the Liz Claiborne logo was the initial launching point. Zeroes Two is identical to Zero
One except all round shapes have been replaces by square. Zeroes Three is Zeroes Two with an uppercase extrapolated
from the unicase letters.

Zero Hour - 1997.

An all caps Futuristic font — square, with rounded upper left and lower right corners.

Zodillin - 1997.

A 1990's-style blurred Semi-serif grunge font. All caps.

Zorque - 2002.

A rounded all caps font inspired by the 1980s logo for Infocom games.

Zrnic - 1999.

Extrapolated from the Sony Playstation logo. Includes the Playstation button symbols: square, triangle etc.
